REPORTS

Regional Director –  Highlights from the January Provincial Board meeting:

· Request to host 2006 Provincials must be submitted to BCSSA shortly

· For 2005, Provincials will be held at Watermania and will be using both pools.

· Fraser South has been asked to provide benches.  For next meeting, could each club provide numbers as to how many benches they could supply.

· Fraser South is responsible for garbage detail Tuesday and Sunday morning.

· For food donations, contact Sharon at the BCSSA office.

· There will be a concession.

· To be holding a cruise lottery.

· BCSSA will be giving $5,000 to each region, a one time grant to be used at Regionals.

· BCSSA is not able to provide the option of purchasing D&O insurance.  If clubs wish D & O coverage they must go through their own insurance.

· Coaches conference to be held April 22,23,24th – details to follow.  Would like Head coach from each club plus any junior and volunteer coaches to attend.

· Rule changes for the 2005 season – approved at the Board meeting January 2005 

· No false start rule has been adopted

· Wording for Freestyle component of the I.M. has been clarified.

· For 2nd discipline – members must stay within their region. 

Assistant Director – Will be keeping the Regional format the same as last year, with the I.M. being held on Friday afternoon.  Recommend club duties to be the same as last year.  Suggestions / problems with club duties to be discussed in more detail at the next meeting.    

Registrar –  Reminder that all BCSSA registrations for the 2005 season are due July 14th. Clubs will be fined by BCSSA if they are late.  All clubs are to use the new BCSSA approved forms for registration.  There is no age limitation for members. There can only be parent relays if the parents are registered with the club.  All coaches must be registered.  BCSSA has a new privacy form to be completed with the registration package.  Phil to email clubs new form.  

Director of Officials - To set up a Starters / Ref clinic early May.  Would like to see a coach from each club at this clinic so that they understand what the officials are looking for.  Would each club e-mail Joan the name of their Director of Official.

Treasurer  - The 2005 season $50 club affiliation fee is due shortly.  Would all clubs bring their cheques to the next regional meeting.  Also, the $15 BCSSA fee for each new member enrolled in the club winter maintenance program is also due at the next regional meeting.

5. OLD BUSINESS

· Rescind Motion 1 and 2 of November 2, 2004 and replace with new Motion

Rescind Motion 1 from November 2, 2004 – That FS Region levy a $4 registration fee per registered BCSSA member in 2004.  $2 to be allocated to a technical fund and $2 be allocated to general expense.  Motion by Sally Margolus, seconded by Anna Griffith.

Rescind Motion 2 of November 2, 2004  and replace with new motion – That in order to break even in 2004 – 2005 we will raise the Regional Championship entry fees to $4.50 per individual event and to $6.00 per relay event.  This would bring in an additional $1,400 based on 2004 Regional entries.

New Motion – That in view of the one time Provincial BCSSA board grant of $5,000 to each region, the FS Region will rescind 2 motions from the November 2004 meeting and will levy a $2 registration fee per registered BCSSA member in 2005.  $2 to be allocated to a technical fund.          Motion by Phil De Leeuw,  seconded by Joan Angrignon.
