CLUBS 

Boundary Bay  -  have 103 registered  to-date including  32 new swimmers / hosted a stroke & turn clinic / busy with upcoming B4 meet / time trials a success.  

Cloverdale – have 50 registered to-date/ Outdoor pool to open in 2 more weeks/ Currently sharing pool time with Surrey.  

Crescent Beach  - Outdoor pool to open June 14th / Currently swimming 4-5x’s per week

Ladner –  have approximately 150 registered. Outdoor pool boiler is not working – water temperature below 72 degrees.   Have hired 2 more part time junior coaches.  Masters program up to 30 swimmers.  To be hosting a development meet June 23rd.

North Delta –  have 131 registered to-date including 32 new families – mainly at div 1 and 6 & U.  Attended  Super sharks development meet at Templeton pool 

Richmond –  have approximately 189 registered.  Have had to cap off intermediate & senior swimmers.  Busy with up coming Ice Breaker meet.  Have started a “Tatter Tots” program – currently have 6 kids.

Surrey   - have approximately 78 registered.  Hosted Quad meet that ran quite well.  Would like a Marshalling clinic.  Waterpolo going well and has lots of keen interest.

Whiterock  - Outdoor pool opened May 17th.  Have (24) “Guppies in Training” – pre-development program that has a 4 swimmers to 1 coach plus a senior swimmer, and trains half hour 3x’s per week.  Looking forward to hosting the Pentathlon Plus– July 17th & 18th.
