· Concerned that many club registrars are resigning as registration program is difficult to work with.  Incorrect entries will need to be corrected

Boundary Bay: has 54 winter maintenance swimmers, and will be capping registration at 60.  Registration is up 50% over last year

Cloverdale: has 30 swimmers in maintenance program

Crescent Beach: 

Ladner: 62 swimmers in winter program, as well as 10 parents. Erik Moore will return for a second season as Head Coach.  To date 3 of 5 coaches are returning

Surrey:  looking to begin winter program.  Had executive meeting last Wednesday.  Coaches’ Liaison and President enrolled in conflict resolution course.  Executive highly recommends this course for all executive members
