“One Start Rule” To Be Used This Season 

“This coming May swimmers, coaches and officials 
will be adjusting to a significant change in the starting 
procedure for each race.  After much discussion with 
coaches  and officials for the past two seasons, the 
BCSSA Board of Directors has approved a number of 
changes related to the start.   The most significant of 

these is the elimination of having a second start when a false start 
is detected in the first start of a race. 
This is a “major change” for those who have only been exposed to 
the starting procedure that provides a second chance.  The ration-
ale for making the change is ... that the rule is not equitable be-
cause only one swimmer benefits from the opportunity of a second 
start.”
